Dysphagia is defined as impairment in the swallowing function that may
occur anywhere from the mouth to the stomach (Perlaman, 1997)

Dysphagia is noted to result in weight loss, poor nutrition, dehydration,
wounds, social isolation, aspiration pneumonia and even death

It has been estimated that approximately 50% of patients in long-
term care facilities are dysphagic (Robbins, et al, 1995)

Dysphagia may result in pneumonia, which is the fifth-leading cause of
death among individuals over 65 years of age and increasing to the
third-leading cause of death in individuals over 80 years of age

44% of the Geriatric population exhibit some type of swallowing deficit
